Common Misconceptions:
Using 'ser' instead of 'tener' for age; forgetting adjective agreement; word order in noun-
adjective phrases. (Nouns are kings, adjectives are copycats.)

Me gusta for one subject me gustan for a plural subject or talking about more than one at
the same time. Hay instead of es, gender agreement errors; wrong use of 'porque’.

Common Misconceptions:

Forgetting to use 'hay'; mixing 'un' and 'una'; misplacing adjectives. Incorrect verb endings;
not using infinitives after 'me gusta' and wrong word order. When conjugating the future
tense there are 3 parts ir + a + infintive
